The Centre actively promoted societal
development by encouraging students to engage in various awareness programs and activities
during the year 2023-2024 outlined as follows:.

Donation towards Balyam Orphanage: The Department of Commerce is actively
contributing to Balyam, an orphanage, as a part of its social initiatives.
